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1. Current situation in the place of incident (since the last message)
The meteorological warning message which confirm the persistence of heavy rainfall in the North East Regions, emitted yesterday by the national/regional hydro-met service, is valid up the first hours of tomorrow afternoon, June 9th 2018 in.

The hydraulic and geological bulletin has been emitted yesterday, June 7th 2018, and for today are foreseen red code in wide areas of Veneto and Friuli Venezia Giulia Regions. The national/regional hydro-met service will emit a new bulletin today.
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 SOIL IMPACT AND MAIN AFFECTED AREAS

The heavy rain that are affecting Veneto and Friuli Venezia Giulia Regions are causing really severe impact on the territory. The persistence of precipitations and the hydraulic crisis of all the rivers and channels make really difficult the situation.

The ongoing situation in the catchment of Livenza and Tagliamento is still critical and in particular the situations already described yesterday in the following Municipalities persist:

- Motta di Livenza: after to the rapid increasing of water level of River Livenza, the lock gate of Livenzetta Channel near Motta di Livenza has been closed to prevent water entering the urban area behind the levees of the main river. The heavy rainfalls caused also the increasing of the channel’s water level in the urban area and actions are ongoing starting from yesterday to avoid the flooding of the urban area.

- San Michele al Tagliamento Municipality: Conca di Bevazzana the Tagliamento river has increased its level and there are still some critical situations specially in the left bank (Friuli Venezia Giulia where also the population result involved.

- Varmo: he heavy rainfalls together with the bulkhead out of work caused the increasing of the channels’ water level of the headrace close to the area and consequently the neighbors town of Varmo and the agriculture areas were flooded.

In addition, due to the hydraulic crisis of the Meduna river its significant discharge produced a consequently flood of the Noncello river that overflowed its embankment in the pier of Pordenone.

Due to the hydraulic condition and the persistence of the bad weather condition additional critical situations could affect the area. Any useful update about the evolution of the situation will be communicated with additional report in the next hours.
